Immature Love (during the growing period) tries to achieve good
purpose according to its level of growth, so on some occasions it
might rebel against absolute good purpose.

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So why did people start to have the Shimjeong of False
Love? With the Fall of Man, human beings lost the
Shimjeong of True Love and all that was left was the
Shimjeong of False Love. In other words, false love is at
the core; not God's True Love, but the love that was left
as a result of the Fall. The original Shimjeong of human
beings is blocked by selfishness, and the impulse of
Shimjeong became the impulse for self-centeredness.
Fallen man's emotions are centered not around True
Love's Shimjeong, but around the Shimjeong of False
Love. So, self-centered love must turn into true love.
