* |n 2008, on the 40t" day after True Parents’
helicopter accident, True Father delivered an
address entitled, “Proclamation Ceremony of the
Day of Complete Rebirth, Complete Resurrection
and Complete Eternal Life.”

* |nit, he announced: “The oceanic era has begun.
It represents the universal era of women...

* “The culture of the oceanic sphere constitutes
the original women's culture, transcending all

nations and crossing all oceans.” (pyeong Hwa Gyeonag, p:

* Authentic, principled leadership by women is
a paradigm shift, what Father referred to as a
new cultural revolution.

* To grasp it takes time.

rather an ideal object partner.” (pyeong Hwa Gyeong, p:
651)

and one woman.

This is True Father’s new cultural revolution,
proclaimed in public speeches.

God needs a queen.

God will get married.

God becoming personal depends on this.
God'’s eternal life depends on this.

What does this point to? Here is how True
Father explained it to Mikhail Gorbachev:

* Then all people in every position are in God’s love
dominion, within God’s ownership.

* God experiences directly the intimate
relationships of the four great realms of heart, as
a child, sibling, spouse, parent and grandparent.

* “In the place of love, you are happy to go up or

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Mutual perfection of True Parents

Here is the new cultural revolution that challenges
the world, our movement and each of us:

Without Eve, Adam cannot be blessed nor achieve
the perfection of horizontal love.

=...only man through woman, or woman through
Man, Can posSsess God.” (Blessing and Ideal Family 1993, p. 32, 33)

| call this the mutual perfection of True Parents.



Mutual perfection of True Parents

“Adam has to be born on earth and accomplish the
course of going through Eve and being blessed....

“Without that, Adam cannot claim his position as a
perfECtEd Adam.” (Blessing and Ideal Family 1993, p. 109)

This indicates that the Holy Marriage Blessing of True
Parents includes True Father going through True
Mother to claim his position as perfected Adam.

This is the essential mission True Mother fulfilled,
from a position that True Father exalted.

But we have to remember the meaning of
perfection: “It doesn’t mean never to make a

mistake of mathematical or technical error. It means
to have a mature heart of love and live for the sake of

True love CANNOT FAIL and

* A person who has completely realized God’s ideal of
creation cannot later stop realizing it.

e To say that this could happen is to say that God’s
ideal of creation is subject to corruption—a view
that Divine Principle strongly rejects.

* The ideal, which is true love, includes the qualities
of incorruptibility, permanence, unchangeability,
perseverance.
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The authority of True Parents
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Lord and Messiah

* The New Testament age inaugurated the
oneness of the Father, Son and Holy Spirit. The
three are one and the one is three.

e Jesus is fully God and fully man. By extension,
the Holy Spirit now is fully God and fully
woman.

e That is, the True Parents are the Lord; True
Father is the Lord; True Mother shares his
inheritance, position and life as his Lady.

 Their divine-human love is the starting point
of God’s lineage.

* “The Lord of the Second Advent becomes the

True Mother’s priestly role

* True Father taught and guided this position
manifested in many ways, including in the role of
high priest.

* Priestly authority is central to the Principle of
Restoration.

* A true Abel is in a priest position to his brother Cain:
mediator of Cain’s offering and transmitter of God'’s
blessing.
